The emphasis on gegraphic representation in legidative bodesin the U.S. may be anachronistic. It is
more important that voters be represented by dected dfficials who refl ect thar pditical views, than
happen to live nearby. Sngle-seat winne-take-all dections regardless of the method of relistricting,
elevate the representation of geogragphy éovepolitical philosophy, and aher priority voter self-
identities.

It isimpossible to redistrict Sngle-seat districts in such away asto pranote BOTH competitive
electionsAND a highly representative delegation (s these two priorities are in inherent conflict in
single-seat districts). Therefore,



The League of Women Voters of Vermont suppors the prindple of legidative districts usng dternative
voting methods such as proportonal representation in multi-seat districts, as away of achieving boh
competitive dectionsand far representation of bdh magjorities and minorities within adistrict.
